· All etched films on doors and windows should be consistent throughout the front and rear of the property

· It is preferable that all logos should be etched film with “weeded out logos” rather than “...weeded out and backed with the same vinyl to produce a shadow type effect” as this would not be in keeping with the surrounding units

· The red door dots on the customer entrance are too bold and not in keeping with the surrounding units and should be consistent with the other etched films used elsewhere on the unit

· The illuminated “open” sign is totally out of keeping with the surrounding units

· The Manifestation Graphics on the front elevation are too bold and out of keeping with surrounding units
