Mrs Sharpe will attend the April Finance and Audit committee with the Youth Club’s request for funding.  Their main problem is that staffing costs cannot be covered by grants other than from the Parish Council.  In total the Parish currently contribute £17,000 pa to the Youth Club.
The Youth Club was initially set up to meet the demand which became apparent following a survey to ascertain what residents of Kings Hill wanted the Parish Council to provide.  Residents wanted more activities for youth and therefore the Parish Council funded the building to house the Youth Club.

Councillors were reminded that the youth facility was built by KHPC and there was a commitment to provide a space for all the activities of the Youth Club.  The commitment covered rent, salaries, utilities and the Section 106 payment from Liberty.  There should also be 2 trustees from KHPC on the Youth Club committee.  Cllr Woodcock agreed to become a trustee in July 2010.

It was agreed that in principle KHPC has already committed finding to the Youth Club for 2010-11 as these amount have been included in the budget, although it needs to be agreed at the Finance and Audit Committee meeting in April.    
Cllr Hall reported that he considers that Youth issues must be a major priority.  He considers that there should be liaison between KHPC and the Youth Club about what the youth want on Kings Hill.  Mrs Sharpe agreed to be involved in any further liaison.
