Mrs Lindsay Sharp, Chairman of the Youth Club Trustees was invited to give a presentation on the history of the Youth Club from their perspective for newer councillors who had not been on the council at the time of the initiative.

KHPC had canvassed Kings Hill residents about what they wanted the Parish Council to provide.  Top of the list was a Youth Club.  A loan was secured and the Youth Facility was built in order to house the Youth Club.  Two parish councillors were heavily involved in the set up of the club.  When one councillor left, Mrs Sharp took over as Chairman and continued setting up the club.  Mrs Sharp and the staff of the youth Club consider that it is part of the Parish Council.  Funding for staffing is a problem and there are no grants available to fund this element of the costs.  All other costs are covered by grants from elsewhere.  It was considered to be very much part of KHPC at the clubs inception.
Mrs Sharp was thanked for all of her hard work in bringing the club to its present state.
Cllr MacMahon commented that the amount of funding required from KHPC was high.  He felt that consideration should be given to other options.

Quickanet are currently installing a mesh system to resolve these problems. This is the project being funded by KCC “Community NotSpot” grant funding.  The project has been delayed slightly from the original plan as third parties had not supported the project as expected.
British Telecom (BT) has been approached in the past but they considered it was not commercially viable to upgrade the phone lines to Kings Hill.  Currently, Liberty are in discussion with BT and there is now some hope that they will improve speeds in the future.
Cllr MacMahon was concerned that Quickanet do not have as much control over the deliverables as expected. Trial networks are being undertaken at present.
