However, Liberty would not give permission for CCTV to be installed until the lease for the centre had been agreed. They would also not allow the fire alarm to be updated or the pre-school barrier to be erected for the same reason.

Cllr Long agreed to help KHPC lobby Liberty to allow these essential improvements to be made regardless of the lease.  Copies of the requests to Liberty would be forwarded to him for his information.

Residents asked for a roll out plan that is implemented speedily for the whole of Kings Hill.  KHPC confirmed that they are trying to move the project forward as they represent the parish.  They need to identify the solutions with the support of KCC.

Cllr Barker reported that KHPC were having ongoing discussions with all interested parties.  There will be a decision and a way forward announced on 24th June.  KHPC were aware of resident’s comments through emails directly sent to them and comments on KingsHillLife.com.
