AM 09/21.4 - Bovarde Avenue, overhanging shrubs 
The Highways Log stated that this matter (logged on 05/03/10) was resolved, which appears not to be the case.  Further investigation required.
It was reported from the Quarterly Liberty Meeting (held on 06/05/10) that most of the land has been conveyed to individual properties.  However, 2 grass circles were still the responsibility of LPT.  LPT agreed to write to residents again to remind them of their responsibilities.  If work was undertaken by Coblands, this would be recharged to the resident in future.

AM 09/45 – To review list of potential users of Heath Farm Leisure Facility and agree future actions
The following groups were agreed as potential users of the Heath Farm Leisure Facility:

Scouts, Netball, Rugby, Hockey, Bowls and Allotments.
The office was asked to contact the representatives of these groups to establish whether Liberty has contacted them for their aspirations to use this facility. 

AM 09/48 – To discuss Policies and Procedure for maintaining 3 open spaces in the original village. Ongoing - Parish Office to explore further and to report at next meeting
AM 09/49 – To update on options for a long term maintenance contract for the 3 Open Spaces to reduce cost. The Parish Office  researched this matter and quotes would be available at the next meeting.

AM10/0044 - Map of updated adopted roads
It was reported that a map of the updated adopted roads was requested from Liberty (ref email 22/06/10) - no progress has been made. Parish Office to raise this matter again at the next Quarterly Meeting

Noted - PC Nick Stevens investigated this matter (ref email 26/06/10) and took details of approximately 4/5 schools buses. This information will be passed to the Police schools liaison for the Tonbridge and Malling borough to contact the schools in the area. PC Stevens will let the Parish Office know once this contact has been made – Parish Office to follow up

PC Stevens found there was no real problem at that time with the parking and that the buses were staggered in time and location of where they stopped.  PC Stephens will monitor the situation, especially as the winter months draw in again.
The Parish Office was asked to establish the exact date and time that PC Stephens conducted the above survey.

Cllr Pilbeam reported that Skate Park Companies would not commit to a quote until full agreement of the Parish Council for the project. 
Inspection cost - it was reported that the potential inspection cost could be £120 a quarter (ref email 03/06/10 – Craigdene)

Liability Cost – it was reported that this will be £350 plus Tax for the whole site plus 1 ramp. £100 plus Tax for any subsequent ramp.

Insurance cost - It was reported that the potential cost to insure the Skate Park will be £1,600 a year plus Tax, based on a £80,000 facility.
The Skate Park Working Group was asked to update the proposal with a few minor amendments and to include potential risk, should there be a decrease of Funds.
The Parish Office was asked to provide Cllr Pilbeam with the precept amount for a Band D property.
Cllr Pilbeam reported that communication was received from Liberty regarding the Proposed lease details for the Skate Park – ref email 30/06/01 which included the following:
· Lease period would be for 10 years (option to discuss another period this is not suitable)
· Rent would be a peppercorn.

· Liberty would not charge estate management fees for this area.

· The fees associated with the submission of the planning permission, and its submission would NOT be Liberty’s responsibility.
· Liberty has the right to approve any design before submission.

· Any further installations would require Liberty’s permission.

· Within the area of the Skate Park, the responsibility and cost for the installation of the equipment, maintenance, insurance and signage would rest with Kings Hill Parish Council.
· Any lighting installation, if required, would require Liberty’s permission. 
· Planning permission and the costs for the installation and operation of these would NOT be Liberty’s responsibility.

Cllr Pilbeam agreed to circulate the final copy of the Skate Park Working Group draft proposal, to the committee before submitting to Full Council.
After an in-depth discussion the committee agreed to refer the Skate Park Working Group proposal to Full Council to request T&MBC to fully fund this project.

The committee also agreed to refer the Draft Working Group Terms of Reference to Full Council for approval.

The committee expressed their thanks to Cllr Pilbeam and the young people for putting together the proposal information.
