A resident, Mr Joselin, gave his views against the installation of the bus shelter at the Discovery Drive bus stop and referred to a report written by Kent Highways Services (KHS).  His concerns included vandalism of the shelter.

KHPC had considered the contents of that report when it was written and had voted unanimously to reinstate the bus shelter in 2008 as the report was mainly concerned with the siting of the bus stop and the shelter was secondary.  KHPC had letters of support to reinstate the bus shelter from KHS and Keith Ferrin, Cabinet Member.
Mr Joselin reported that he had spoken to KHS subsequently and they had agreed to sit on the matter.  The Clerk was asked to clarify this with KHS.

It was reported that KHPC’s decision to install the bus shelter had not changed.  Mr Joselin reported that he would be contacting KHS.  KHPC confirmed that they had the power to install bus shelters.
County Cllr Richard Long reported that he had been lobbied by residents both for and against the installation of the shelter.  The majority are clearly in favour of the installation of the shelter and Cllr Long offered his support to KHPC.
A Resident entered the meeting at 19:49 
Cllr Murray declared an interest in the Bus shelter however, in 2004 and 2008 when the decision was made by KHPC, this was not the case.

There was a continuing need to make residents aware of the need to lock their cars, garages and houses in order to combat crime.
· Incident Report 15/09/10 to 20/10/10 – noted   
Nuisance incidents were high particularly in Liberty Square which was a concern. PS Eberlein gave a report of a meeting with Liberty to address this issue.  The outcome of the meeting was to try to engage the youths.  Future meetings would involve the Parish Council and the Youth Club.   
There was much discussion on the merits of CCTV as a deterrent. The police feel it is a valuable tool but should not be relied upon solely.

Ms Walker, Youth Leader at the Youth Club, reported that after speaking to the youths they seem to want their own dedicated area and the ideal would be the Skate Park with a Youth Pod next to it.  Concern was raised about youth pods encouraging other problems to the area.  The youths should be encouraged to police it themselves and if it is not looked after, the threat of removing the pod should be considered.  
The Police felt that money would be better spent on upgrading Youth Services rather than upgrading the CCTV system.  KHPC have had complaints from residents about the nuisance behaviour.

Cllr Long reported that negotiations were underway for a retailer for the central area.  
Cllr Long reported that KHPC’s bid for funding from the KCC Small Capital Communities grant was unsuccessful.  There were a large number of applications for a £40,000 fund.  It was considered too early in the project to be successful in the bid.  He encouraged KHPC to apply again the following year but to ensure that the application is received by the end of July rather than at the last minute.  Having more funding from other funders in place would also lead to more likelihood of winning the funding.

Cllr Long reported that the demand for primary schools continues to increase and a third primary school will be needed in 2 years time.  This is currently being researched and planned.

Cllr Long has received a number of complaints about the bus service from Kings Hill and school children often have trouble getting onto the buses as they are too full.  After liaison with the bus company, KCC are hoping that Arriva will swap a single-decker bus to a double-decker bus to resolve the problem.

Cllr Long reported that the Government has announced plans to save public money.  KCC have been working on their plans “Bold steps for Kent” to find £330m of savings in the next 4 years.  There are opportunities for residents to express their views.  The Clerk would find more details.

	Report from Borough Councillors  

Borough Cllr Brown commented on the provision of salt for Kings Hill as it is often far colder than the surrounding areas as it is on the top of a hill. Surrounding villages have far more bins than Kings Hill despite having far less roads or residents.  KHPC has made sensible recommendations for the slopes and problem areas using the KHS criteria.
Cllr Brown reported his concerns about the planning application for Area F1, Discovery Drive, number TM/08/02914/RM.  KHPC’s main concerns relate to the access road, Rougemont, not being wide enough for 2 vehicles and the potential parking on the pavements by the houses at the entrance to the site.     Cllr Brown considers that there have been substantial improvements to the application and this should not be called in to TMBC planning committee.  However, if there are any further problems KHPC should let him know.
TMBC will now look at all the applications for the Central area as a whole rather than individually including the future applications.  TMBC are concerned that the new proposed residential and retail areas are very close to each other and could lead to friction.

Cllr Brown reported on the Character Appraisal Assessment.  He encouraged KHPC to continue with the initiative.  After discussion, the Clerk was asked to contact TMBC to recommence the process.
