Cllr Brown also expressed his concern about KCC’s winter plan.  Kings Hill has very few bins compared to other villages locally despite being far larger with higher traffic densities than other villages and being on a higher altitude and therefore being colder than lower lying communities.  This would be discussed further at the next Amenities meeting.  Cllr Brown urged KHPC to write to Nick Chard at KCC to highlight this anomaly.  

It was also suggested that the local farmers, currently on the KCC approved list could be paid to help additionally at Kings Hill.  The Parish Office would investigate this matter further.
