Winter plan – aspects of the KHS plan were not complete as the snow had come earlier than expected.  Cllr Long was trying to persuade KHS to cover other areas of the original village.
There were anomalies with the number of salt bins between other areas and Kings Hill.  This is caused by salt bins being easier to get in the past.  KHS have been piloting 1 ton Salt bags which are 75% sand and 25% salt.  

Concern was raised about the lack of treatment on footpaths and certain car parks in Kings Hill.  Certain problem areas had already been reported to LPT.

It was suggested that the Parish Council may need to fill some of the gaps in the current winter plan where it was unlikely that KHS or Liberty would take on an area.  It was also suggested that volunteers be encouraged to clear residential areas themselves and more details about current legislation should be given to people.  

The Clerk was asked to investigate the cost of purchasing a salt bin and salt.  A rolling programme of purchasing bins could be set up.  It was reported that the Kate reed Wood Residents Association had requested a 1 tonne salt bag and they would reimburse any costs.  It was reported that it was unlikely that any additional bags would be available from KHS for this.
