(B) Outline Planning Consent for additional flexible use A1/A3 up to 1,073sqm and extension to existing doctors surgery (extending up to 461sqm) – to receive update
The main concerns regarding this application were the entrance and access to the proposed new supermarket car park and the exit via the service road. The Parish Council has raised these concerns again at a meeting held with TMBC on 08/02/11. Discussions were ongoing between TMBC and the developer. It was uncertain this application would be decided by the planning officer or the TMBC Area 2 Planning Committee.

The Parish Council met with TMBC on 08/02/11 and discussed their concerns (Ref PL10/00285).  The following comments from other consultees were also discussed:
· Access of construction traffic to the proposed site

· Right of way over the greenway

TMBC confirmed that:
· Clearheart Lane was 5.5 metres wide which was adequate for access to the proposed development
· The buffer between the farm land and the proposed development was only 5 metres wide and this will be investigated
· The required percentage for social housing was 40%, which was split into 70% for renting and 30% for part-buy.

TMBC confirmed they were in discussion with the developer to clarify the above matters - ongoing.

It was anticipated that this planning application will be considered at the TMBC Area 2 Planning Committee Meeting on 02/03/11 or 13/04/11 – Parish Office was awaiting confirmation.

There was a lengthy discussion from residents about the amount of social housing for the area. Residents again raised their concerns that this proposal will worsen the inadequate school provision on Kings Hill.

Residents raised similar issues as per the Planning Meeting held on 12/01/11, which members have noted. The committee advised residents again to raise their queries and concerns with representatives of the Borough Council and Mr Richard Long, the Kent County Councillor.

Annual Management Charges were raised as a concern by a resident and the committee had to advise the resident that this could not be discussed as it was not a Planning matter.
