Mr Blevins reported that the full application will be submitted to TMBC tomorrow and consists of 6 pitches, 1 of which could be astro turf, the pavilion, car parking and allotments.  The plans have not changed significantly since plans were shown to the Parish Council some time ago.

Mr Blevins also confirmed that he had undertaken additional consultation with Oaks Hamlets residents to discuss their concerns.  He agreed to tell the Parish Council as soon as the plans had been submitted.

It was agreed that the planning application would be discussed at the Full Council meeting on 16th March rather than at the Planning Committee.  It was also agreed that the meeting should be advertised on Kings Hill Life to encourage residents to attend.  It was also agreed that the local press be informed of the submission and date of KHPC’s meeting.

	To report status of planning application 

Mr Blevins gave an update of the status of the planning applications for the Central Area:

· Modifications to the Queen Street square
· Residential Parcels A to E
· Relocation of Asda WC’s – the intention is to build the new lavatory block before demolishing the old one
· 20,000 sq ft of new retail space including 9,000 sq ft committed to Waitrose.  There would be an outline application for the remaining space as they had no intention of developing this site speculatively.  There continues to be issues with the car parking entrance.  LPT have met with Kent Highways Services to discuss these concerns further.   
· The remaining undeveloped area would be hoarded until building gets under way.  KHPC raised concerns about this as it may be unsightly.  

· The Piazza retail unit – this would not be built speculatively.  The area will be paved until the unit is built 
· The Control Tower – refurbishment.  LPT confirmed that they had an operator lined up for the majority of the ground floor space and one of the pods.  The other pod would hold the cultural strategy.  
Mr Blevins confirmed that no work would start until all applications for the Central Area had been approved.

KHPC had written to Mr Blevins to express their desire to be involved in the setting up and running of the Heritage Centre.  He confirmed that he owed KHPC a response.   Mr Blevins confirmed that LPT were investigating using the space to display art works from a local university. 
It was reported that the applications would be considered by TMBC at their Area 2 Planning Committee on 2nd March.  Cllr Woodcock would be attending to represent the views of the Parish Council.

	Update on progress on Community Centre & Youth Centre Lease and agree actions

It was reported that the lease is now in an agreed form.  This will be submitted to Kent County Council as Head landlord for approval in due course.  

Concern was raised again that LPT would not allow urgent security works to be undertaken to the centre until the lease was signed.  It was reported that a Licence to Alter would be required for the works once the lease had been signed.
A request for clarification about whether the curtilage charges made by LPT were linked to the lease was discussed.  It was reported that this was the case.  There would not be an option to undertake the work outside of this agreement.
There was discussion about the 44% increase to the charge for the coming year.  Mr Blevins agreed to look into the matter but encouraged the Parish Council to liaise with his staff on the issue.  KHPC confirmed that this invoice would not be paid until the issue was resolved.
It was suggested that a developer at a similar development had given facilities and amenities to the Parish Council to run.  LPT confirmed that this would not be an option in Kings Hill.
