A group of residents attended the meeting to discuss their concerns about the bus route along Discovery Drive near Discovery School particularly in relation to the frequency of buses, amount of noise caused when the buses go over the 2 speed ramps, pollution, and damage to cars and snow ploughs and the ramp.  The group of residents gave data to the council showing bus frequency and passenger numbers.  They were asked to provide the data to Cllr Long.
The group have written to Terry Drury of Kent Highways Services (KHS) with these concerns to ask KHS to remove the ramps. Cllr Long reported that Mr Drury had commented on the letter and would response formally in due course.
Cllr Long gave detail of the KCC bus subsidy given to bus companies to run the routes.  He considered that it is not beneficial to have empty buses running.
KHPC had contacted one of the bus companies, Arriva, to ask their view of the problem.  The response was circulated.
It was agreed that the residents, KHS and KHPC meet to discuss this item further.  Cllrs Petty, Cassidy and Woodcock agreed to attend the meeting on behalf of KHPC. 
The Clerk was asked to inform the Borough Cllrs of the problem.  She was also asked to add this to the next JPCTCG agenda.
