Residents with an interest in the application were allowed to speak about their concerns.  These included the lack of an adventure playground and facilities for older youths, the lack of any footpaths in the area particularly around the perimeter, the noise survey and the running and security of the pavilion.  Consideration should also be given to more varied groups being able to use the area. Approximately two thirds of the land would be unused and concern was raised about possible future uses of this land.  Residents were encouraged to send their comments to the Clerk prior to the next meeting so this could be investigated.   
It was reported that Liberty Property Trust (LPT) had not considered supplying playgrounds for older youths as it was not an obligation under their Section 106 agreement.  This, however, should not stop the Parish Council and residents making representation to them.
Residents were encouraged to attend the Planning Committee meeting on 13th April to discuss the application in greater detail and also send their comments directly to TMBC.

It was reported that East Malling and Larkfield Parish Council would be considering this application at their meeting on 6th April 2011.  At least one member of the KHPC Planning Committee would attend this meeting to hear their comments.
