KHS has approved these locations and nearby residents were consulted.

Kent County Council (KCC) manually filled these bins at a total cost of £150.

One salt bin and 16x 25kg bags salt were stored at the Community Centre and would be sited at a later stage.

Allocations for a further 9 salt bins would be finalised and sited during the month of January.

Locks and labels would be arranged for these salt bins. Salt bins would need to be locked between March and November.

The Neighbourhood Pole confirmed that Operation Rover (Anti-speeding campaign) was funded by Cllr Dean (WMPC). The operation ran from mid September to mid October and the speed checks were conducted across West Malling, East Malling and Larkfield on 10 dates taking in a variety of days/times. 

The results in total were: 

· 78 referrals to the Speed Awareness Course (the driver pays £80 towards an educational course which they have to attend, failure means points/fine or Court).

· 60 Endorsable fixed penalty tickets (fine & points).

· 7 summons straight to Court.
It was agreed that this project would be considered as an alternative option should the SIDS be unsuccessful.
