Recently a group of residents attended a KHPC Planning Meeting to voice their strong objections to building houses on derelict MOD land in the Parish. The committee was able to consider their objections when providing feedback to T&MBC Planning Department. The council holds monthly meetings for all the committees which residents are very welcome to attend to find out about council activity and make comments on agenda items. Kings Hill Youth Club Report 2010/11 


Kings Hill Youth Club opens twice a week. It has a committed and motivated staff team that includes 3 youth workers, a music tutor and a physical instructor. Together we work hard to plan and develop a fun, engaging & relevant programme for the local young people in Kings Hill and surrounding areas. 


Tuesday session 6.30 – 8.30 pm.  Activities Include: Football, Tennis, Pool, Table tennis, Jewellery making & Nail art. 


This year we have also included programmes in:  Healthy Living, Young people & Alcohol & Drugs Awareness.


Friday session 7.30 – 9.30pm. Activities include: Dance/ Keep Fit/ Boot Camp and our music program – ‘Wired for sound’


Within our plans for the coming year we aim to not just continue with these activities but to develop them further. Our Learning outcomes for our music program include: supporting all young people who access the youth club with learning the basics of Logic 8 (music software) and gain a basic knowledge of music structure (drums, synths, pads)


They will also have the opportunity to produce their own CD  


Our current user base continues to grow and our regular members play a major role in the direction and development of the youth club. We are looking forward to planning our summer programme, with paint balling and sailing remaining popular choices of summer activities.
