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Amenities Committee
Terms of Reference
Approved by the Amenities Committee 30.06.10 Ratified by Full Council 17.11.10
1 Objective: To improve the quality of life in Kings Hill  by providing & maintaining local amenities in an efficient & cost effective manner

2 Membership 
The Committee shall consist of up to SIX Councillors appointed at the Annual Meeting of the Parish Council each May; and up to THREE Non-voting members of the public appointed by the committee. The Chairman and vice chairman of KHPC will be ex - officio members unless they are committee members
The Committee will elect a Chair from Councillor Members at its first meeting after the Annual Meeting of the Parish Council. 
3 Meetings
3.1 The Committee meets on a monthly basis
3.2 The committee will produce a Schedule of Monthly Meetings at its first meeting after the Annual
3.3 The Committee will have no non-urgent meetings in the month of August

4 Voting
4.1 The Non-voting & Ex-officio members may not vote on resolutions, unless they are committee members 
4.2 The Quorum for a meeting will be a minimum of three Councillor Members.

4.3 Rules & Regulations
· The Councillors’ Code of Conduct will apply to all members of the Committee.

· The conduct of meetings (declaration of interests, debate, voting etc) will be governed by the Council’s standing orders.

5 Rights & Powers

5.1 The Committee will have limited delegated powers:

· Power-to-spend limited to specified amount for individual budget headings subject to KHPC prior approval.

· May make recommendations to the Council for consideration and approval.  

5.2 The Committee may appoint 
· Appropriate sub-committee or Working Group(s) members to facilitate the work of the committee unless previously appointed by the Council.
· Convene Special Meetings in accordance with the Council’s Standing Orders.
6 Responsibilities

6.1 The Committee is responsible for the production of written estimates of proposed expenditure by the Committee for the next financial year for submission to KHPC  for approval no later than the Council’s meeting in November of the current year

6.2 The Committee's remit extends to the provision and maintenance of:

· Anson Avenue Play Area  
· Maintenance of Open Spaces in Lapins Lane, Garden Way and Anson Avenue
· To recommend levels of fees & charges for the letting of the allocated allotments at Ryarsh Lane Site and any other facilities managed or owned by the Parish Council.

· To identify any additional areas of open space or facilities, which may require consideration or attention by the Parish Council.

· To undertake any other functions as may be required by the Council working with other agencies on the following matters: Highways, public transport, trees.

6.3 When recommending undertaking of a new activity/event/service provision to KHPC, the Committee will provide an assessment of potential risks/benefits and estimated cost of the undertaking.
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
